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Dear friends in Christ, 
With last weekend being a holiday weekend for the 

4th of July I know many of you were out of town or away from 
the parish, so allow me to recap a few things. It's been a 
whirl-wind few weeks around here. 

Fr. Ryszard has begun his new assignment as 
administrator at St. Edith Stein parish in Katy, though he is 
still living at the rectory while the rectory at St. Edith is 
cleaned. I suspect he will be fully moved later this week. He is 
moving a few boxes of his stuff each day and is settling in 
nicely over there. He asked me to please extend his deepest 
thanks and appreciation to everyone who made last 
weekend's farewell reception after each mass so special for 
him. He truly was touched by all your kindness and the many 
cards and notes. Thanks to Dianna Perham and the Knights 
of Columbus who helped set-up the Community Center and 
who served the refreshments. It made for a nice send-off for 
him. If you still would like to drop off a card for Fr. Ryszard, 
you may do so at the CtR office and we'll make sure he gets 
all his mail. 

Now that he has gone, of course, the big question 
around here is, "Are we going to get a replacement?" When I 
was first asked by the Personnel Board what I thought about 
the assignment for Fr. Ryszard I said I thought it would be a 
good move for him, but I quickly said, "What about us here? 
Will we get another parochial vicar?" The only answer was, 
"We'll see." At first it didn't look promising, but I heard earlier 
this week that there "may" -- emphasis on "may" -- be 
something brewing that would bring us a new parochial vicar 
soon. The details are still being worked out, so watch this 
space next week for more details. As soon as I know anything 
officially I will pass it along to you. (The good news working in 
our favor is that the chairman of the Personnel Board is Msgr. 
George Sheltz, the founding pastor of CtR. He is doing all he 
can to help out his former parish, so keep prayers coming!) 

We will have some part-time help for the next several 
weeks. As luck would have it, Fr. Ryszard has a good friend 
visiting from Poland and he will be assisting us with some of 
the daily and weekend masses. Many of you have met him 
before as he has been here the past few summers visiting Fr. 
Ryszard (they went to high school together and began their 
studies for the priesthood at the same time). He is Fr. Leszek 
Rasztawicki (pronounced, "lesh-shick"; he also fortunately 
answers to "Fr. Larry"!). He is a priest of Poland who begins 
his doctoral studies in Rome in Sacred Scripture later this fall. 
He'll be in the U.S. until Aug. 31 and will help out at a few 
parishes as a way to work on his English and earn a few 
dollars to help offset his expenses while living in Rome (his 
diocese in Poland will pay for his schooling, but he is on his 
own for housing). He speaks four languages and his English 
is not too bad (though probably not as advanced as Fr. 
Ryszard's). He may be a little difficult to understand at first, 
but I am sure we will all quickly adapt. We thank him for being 
here and wanting to spend part of his vacation helping us. 
Talk about your good timing and divine providence! 

One final note on Fr. Leszek: If any of you have an 
extra vehicle that he can use while here, please let me know. 
It would be just until the end of August. He has an 
international driver's license and he's driven in Houston in the 
past, so I don't believe there are any legal issues. Plus, like 
Dustin Hoffman's character in "Rain Man," he is said to be an 
"excellent driver." 

On the vocations front, I am happy to report that a 
parishioner of CtR, Marcial Oya, has been accepted by the 

Archdiocese of Galveston-Houston, to study for the 
priesthood. Marcial is a native of Cameroon and has been 
attending Mass here for the past several months. He lives in 
the area and is taking classes at Tomball Community College 
to maintain his international student status. He has actually 
finished all his seminary training in Cameroon, so he'll work 
with the Archdiocese for a few years (and maybe taking a few 
more classes at St. Mary's Seminary) and then they will 
evaluate him for ordination at that time. He will likely be 
assigned to a parish this fall to work as an intern (known as a 
"pastoral year" student). You'll get a chance to meet him at 
Mass in the coming weeks, and, as he is an installed acolyte, 
he'll be assisting on the altar from time to time. We wish him 
well. Keep him in your prayers and keep praying for 
vocations. It's nice to have another seminarian from our 
parish (remember John Gibbons is studying for the Diocese 
of Altoona-Johnstown). We of course would like many more! 

Along those lines the archdiocese is hosting their 
annual Life Awareness program for single men and women, 
ages 18-45, who are interested in exploring and learning 
more about life serving God and His Church as a priest, 
brother or sister. It will be July 25-27 at Holy Name Retreat 
Center in Houston. It's an excellent program and I encourage 
any single adult who wants to explore the idea of a vocation 
in the Church to consider attending. There is no charge for 
the weekend. I have registration forms in the office, so please 
see me if you are interested or know of someone who might 
be interested. I can't recommend it highly enough! 

Finally, we will be hosting registration this weekend 
after all masses for the upcoming woman's ACTS retreat to 
be held Oct. 2-5 at Circle Lake Retreat Center. We are 
hosting this ACTS retreat with Prince of Peace parish, so 
each church has 21 spots available. Please register early. 
Our first men's ACTS retreat this Spring was a huge hit and I 
know many of the women of the parish are interested. See 
the sign-up tables after mass for more information. 

One last thing: Deposits are now being accepted for 
our planned Holy Land pilgrimage June 7-17, 2009. We also 
have an informative brochure and registration forms in the 
office. There has been tremendous interest in this trip from 
the parish, so sign up now and don't delay. A deposit of $300 
per person will hold you one of the 100 available spots. Total 
cost is $3095. Stop by the office for more information, or 
contact Stacie McKay (281-469-5533, ext. 105 or 
smckay@ctrcc.com) with any questions.
