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Dear friends in Christ, 
These final two weekends of July afford us the 

opportunity to reach out and help two worthwhile 
organizations in the Church. When the calendar turns to 
August, we tend to find ourselves in a “back-to-school” mode 
so I think we would do well to “look beyond” at the needs of 
others in ways that we might not normally be accustomed to 
offering assistance. 

The first comes this weekend with the annual St. 
Vincent de Paul Black Bag collection. You will remember this 
collection because, as the name states, it is the only second 
collection we take up during the year using the black bags. 
The reason for the use of the bags goes back all the way to 
1833 when the founder of the Society of St. Vincent de Paul, 
Frederic Ozanam, and six of his university friends (he was, 
incredibly, only 19 at the time) passed a black bag among 
themselves so that each could give what he could afford 
anonymously. To this day, the tradition continues as 
connection to the past and a way that all can give without 
being judged. The passing of the black bag from one to 
another brings the Body of Christ together in the mission of 
caring for our neighbors. 

The resources from the Black Bag today continue to 
go to the same thing they did long ago: helping care for the 
needs of the poor and marginalized in our community. St. 
Vincent de Paul members, known as Vincentians, personally 
visited the homes of more than 7,327 families in need in the 
Galveston-Houston area last year. They provided a shoulder 
to lean on and practical help with basic necessities such as 
food for the hungry, furniture, clothing, assistance for families 
in danger of losing their homes and much more. There are 43 
St. Vincent de Paul food pantries throughout the 
archdioceses, as well as an Emergency Shelter and a 
number of thrift stores. 

The Black Bag collection is one of the most important 
collections of the year so please be generous. In the words of 
the group’s patron saint, St. Vincent de Paul, “Extend mercy 
toward others, so there can be no one you meet without 
helping.” As many of you know, we have a similar program to 
the Vincentians here at CtR through the Cypress Assistance 
Ministry (CAM). You have always been extra generous with 
CAM, and this weekend we ask that you extend that same 
generosity of spirit to the Black Bag collection for the Society 
of St. Vincent de Paul so that all in need – those nearby and 
those throughout the city – will know of the generosity of love 
and spirit that is a hallmark of our parish. 

Next weekend, July 26-27, we will host our annual 
Missionary Co-Op speaker, Father Roger Caesar, S.S.J., of 
the Josephite Fathers. Once a year, the archdiocese asks 
every parish to host a missionary speaker to give us an 
update on the work of the Church throughout the world. You 
will recall in the past we have hosted speakers from the 
Philippines, from the Basilian Fathers Mission in Central 
America, and from all points in between. These speakers truly 
give us a glimpse of the “catholicity” of the Catholic Church 
and we are happy to welcome them. We are able to schedule 
the speakers at any time throughout the year and it turned out 
that next weekend worked well for Fr. Caesar. 

The Josephites, since 1893, are the only religious 
community of priests and brothers whose sole apostolate has 
been and continues to be evangelization in the African 
American community. The Josephites serve in 37 dioceses 
across the country, including Galveston-Houston. They care 
for more than 170 parishes, all with strong ties in the African 

American community. One of the parishes they serve in 
Houston is St. Peter Claver where Fr. Rawlin Enette is the 
pastor. His sister is a member of CtR, by the way. You may 
recall that St. Peter Claver Church was one of the parishes 
that stepped to the forefront in assisting those who were in 
need during the Katrina evacuation of New Orleans, and CtR 
helped provide them with supplies during those taxing (but 
ultimately rewarding) days. Our “twinned” parish to CtR, Our 
Mother of Mercy Church on Sumpter Street in the Fifth Ward, 
is also staffed by the Josephites. It is my hope that we can do 
more with Our Mother of Mercy in the coming years.  

In addition to their great work in parishes throughout 
the country, the Josephite Fathers work among the social 
apostolate in sponsoring low-cost housing for the poor, Head 
Start programs, and addiction treatment programs. They also 
are very active in education in the African American 
community, working with 87 elementary and 23 high schools, 
to see that all children have the opportunity to be exposed to 
a Catholic education.  

Fr. Caesar will speak at all the masses next weekend 
and give us more insight into the critical work of the Josephite 
Fathers and we’ll plan to take up a second collection . Please 
make him feel welcome and please be generous in 
supporting our Missionary Co-Op speaker. Your support will 
go a long way in seeing that the work of the Josephites 
continues in our archdiocese and throughout the country. 

If you missed the Summer Music Camp for kids held 
last week here at CtR you really missed one of the hidden 
gems of the summer. Each year this program continues to 
grow and each year the children who participate continue to 
amaze me with what they accomplish in a week’s time (not to 
mention the tons of fun that they all seem to have). I can tell 
you that they make a lot racket, but it is a joyful noise unto the 
Lord! My thanks to our Music Director, Felipe Gasper, who 
conducted the program with great assistance from Julie 
Weinmann. We had about 60 kids participate and they did 
great work, culminating in a fine concert last Friday afternoon. 
We’ll have the Summer Music Camp again next year and I 
encourage you to put it on your calendar as not to be missed 
event for your children. 

Finally, CtR is again participating in the Archdiocese 
of Galveston-Houston’s Operation Backpack campaign to 
collect school. When you are at the store in the coming 
weeks, please consider picking up a few packets of notebook 
paper, pencils, pens, Crayons, folders and the like. You can 
bring them to mass over the next two weeks and place them 
in the collection boxes in the narthex (or drop them by the 
office at any time). For some reason known only to the Lord 
above, yours truly is the “poster boy” for the Operation 
Backpack flyer. I don’t know if seeing my picture is going to 
make people run out and buy school supplies (it might just 
make them run, period!), but I am happy to do my part to help. 
If you are buying school supplies for your own children, or just 
want to help a kid in need, pick up a few extra supplies for 
others. Through our partnership with CAM, we’ll see that they 
get to children in need in time for this coming school year.
