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Dear friends in Christ,  
     This Independence Day weekend is bittersweet for us at 
Christ the Redeemer as our very own Fr. Ryszard Kulma has 
gained his own “independence” and is leaving to become the 
administrator of St. Edith Stein parish. He begins his new 
assignment tomorrow. We wish him nothing but the best and 
of course we send all our prayers out to him as he embarks 
on this new phase in his priestly ministry. Our loss is definitely 
St. Edith’s gain. 
     Allow me to use this space this week for a little reflection 
back over these past four years of Fr. Ryszard’s tenure as our 
parochial vicar. As I have both lived with him all these years 
and been his boss (!), I am in a reflecting kind of mood this 
weekend. First, I don’t think we can overemphasize how 
blessed we have been to have him with us. It’s just stunning 
for me to think about leaving my home country to come to a 
foreign land to serve the Church. He could have easily stayed 
in Poland (where he began his seminary training) and been 
ordained and settled into a nice comfortable life as a Polish 
parish priest. (How’s that for some alliteration?) But following 
a missionary heart to preach the gospel to a people who 
desperately needed priests, he came to the States and 
finished his studies at the Polish seminary in Orchard Park, 
MI. He was learning the language (classes were in English) 
while surrounded by like-minded Polish seminarians who 
dreamed of being priests in the U.S. I still can’t get over what 
dedication and sacrifice that took. I am fairly certain I don’t 
have that same missionary bone in my body, or at least not to 
the degree that Fr. Ryszard obviously has it. And having been 
ordained six years now, he could’ve easily requested a 
transfer home, but it seems his heart has grown very fond of 
Texas. What a great gift that is to the Archdiocese of 
Galveston-Houston and to us particularly at CtR. 
     Now, remember, Fr. Ryszard came to us two years after 
his ordination by now-retired Archbishop Fiorenza (That’s one 
of the things that I don’t think many people realize, that 
though from Poland, he is a priest of the Archdiocese of 
Galveston-Houston). He served first at St. Martha in 
Kingwood before arriving here at the same time I did when 
the Sacred Heart priests returned CtR to the supervision of 
the archdiocese. I knew of him from his ministry at St. Martha, 
and was happy to have him as an assistant. I was a new 
pastor, however, and didn’t have much time (or more 
accurately, didn’t make enough time) to help him in his 
transition. “We’re both new here,” I told him in the summer of 
‘04, “so we are going to have sink or swim and unfortunately I 
am too busy trying to keep my own head above water to help 
you float, too.” No problem, he said, and immediately he 
began to flourish in his new assignment. As most of you 
know, he’s never met a stranger, and his gregarious spirit and 
unmistakable laugh are infectious to be around. 
     We’ve had a wonderful four years together and I am 
definitely going to miss him. He’s been the best house-mate a 
guy could ever want. He does his own cooking, cleans up 
after himself and doesn’t make much noise. Sometimes the 
only way I know he is in the house is by the weird-looking, 
foul-smelling and totally unpronounceable Polish food in the 
‘fridge. He was always generous in offering me a bite, but 
knowing how much he liked it, I always declined! 
     You might be wondering how this change of assignments 
came about. When I heard that Fr. Bob Barras, the founding 
pastor of St. Edith Stein, was leaving to become the new 
pastor of St. Bernadette parish in Clear Lake, I had a funny 
feeling that the Personnel Board might approach Fr. Ryszard. 

Having been ordained six years he was the “next one on the 
block” of parochial vicars ready to be named pastors. He did 
not apply for the position, and has always said he will do 
whatever the Cardinal asks of him. He is a very loyal and 
dedicated priest in that regard. We were lucky to keep him a 
fourth year last year as most associates are moved within 
three years. When the first wave of assignment changes 
came and he was not among them, I thought we might get 
doubly lucky and keep him for a fifth year while the new 
church was being built. That was the intention of the 
Personnel Board, but we all know the needs of the 
archdiocese come over personal wants. When it became 
apparent that finding someone to be pastor of St. Edith Stein 
was not going to be easy, they turned to him and he, of 
course, said yes. 
     As you might imagination, a lot of this — if not all of this — 
boils down to the lack of available priests to fill the 
assignments of the archdiocese. It’s the No. 1 reason we pray 
for an increase of vocations to the priesthood and religious 
life at every Mass at CtR. Ideally there would be an 
abundance of priests to apply for the opening of every parish 
(with a few left over to allow us to start new parishes), but 
sadly that’s not the case. The work of the Personnel Board, 
who advises Cardinal DiNardo, is not easy. I was a member 
of the board for three years and can tell you that it was 
incredibly difficult at that time to fill all the openings and their 
work has only grown more difficult as the archdiocese 
continues to expand and the number of priests dwindles. We 
were blessed to ordain four men this year, and God-willing we 
will ordain five more next year, but the number of priests at or 
above the retirement age (75!) far outpaces the number of 
new priests. Increasingly, Galveston-Houston and nearly 
every other diocese must rely on foreign-born priests like Fr. 
Ryszard to supplement our ranks. Where would we be as a 
local Church without the priestly service of these men? That’s 
why I say we can’t overstate how blessed we have been to 
have him with us. If you were ever tempted to slack off on that 
particular prayer for vocations, I hope this will serve as a 
reminder to never cease praying! 
     Where does that leave us at CtR? Now is not the time to 
reflect on that question. I’ll address that with the community 
soon enough, but for now, I’d rather we spend this weekend 
celebrating Fr. Ryszard and his ministry to us. Please stop by 
the Community Center after all masses to thank him and wish 
him well at St. Edith Stein. As I believe he mentioned last 
week, though it is technically in Katy, St. Edith is only about 
15 miles from us at CtR. We’ll still see him from time to time 
and I know many of you will want to stay in touch. Once he 
gets settled there, we’ll pass along his e-mail address, and I 
am sure many of you will want to drive out there on occasion 
and check in on him. He’s in good hands at St. Edith’s. Fr. 
Bob has left the parish (which has about 1,100 families) in 
good shape, and there is a fine staff in place to help Fr. 
Ryszard in his transition from vicar to administrator and soon 
pastor. The archdiocese has asked me to serve as a mentor 
to him in his new assignment and I look forward to that. He’s 
already told me he’s going to be calling and emailing me quite 
a bit! Not a problem, I tell him. I know he’s going to do great 
things there just as he has here. 
     So let us thank our dear friend Fr. Ryszard one final time. 
May God bless him in his new assignment, and may the Lord 
give more young men the courage to say “yes” to His call to 
serve the Church!
